Dear parents / guardians

Welcome to term 2 2010. . welcome to all new families in the area. (
As you can see by the attached program, we have planned the term 2 activities. Please note that although this is our set program, we do still provide other various activities. These may include outside play, dress-ups, board games, computer time, building blocks, cooking etc Families are encouraged to take part in any of our activities. Please regularly check the notice board and your email inbox for extra information and /or changes to the programs.
A little about what we do and who we are at Cannonvale OSHC.

Cannonvale OSHC is the only licensed OSHC centre in the Cannonvale / Airlie Beach area that caters purely for school age children from prep to grade 8. The centre caters for Before School Care, After School Care and Vacation Care. All are NCAC accredited under the OSHC quality assurance for outside school hours care services. CCB is available to all families who are eligible. Cannonvale OSHC is a not for profit organization which is operated under the Whitsunday Community Services Inc.
We pride ourselves on the knowledge that our centre’s staff are fully qualified, staff have vast experience working with school aged children. Staff at this centre are usually teacher aides, teachers or people that have been employed in areas involving youth and special needs. These characteristics in staff are extremely important in an OSHC to ensure that your child’s needs are fully met.  
Family Support Worker

Sandra Kelly is the Family Support Worker for the Whitsunday Community Services (Neighborhood Centre) Sandra will be involved with the Cannonvale OSHC each fortnight. Sandra, together with staff engage in free talk and activities such as games with the children to discuss everyday problems the children may be experiencing e.g. bullying, safety matter etc…

Sandra is also able to assist with any family who may be experiencing family issue difficulties such as relationship breakdown and how this affects children, financial hardship etc .. information on what the Neighborhood Centre offers to you and your family is available at the Cannonvale OSHC, please feel free to pick up one of the many brochures we have that are located on the wall near the parents sign in / out table.

Escorting your child/ren to and from 
BSC procedure: 
Children can be dropped off at the Cannonvale OSHC anywhere between 6.30am – 8.30am where parents will sign them in. A healthy breakfast is offered to all children which would include cereals, toast, fruit loaf etc... Any children catching the buss to other schools are escorted by staff to the bus stop which is directly across the road at the Cannonvale Primary School bus stop. Prep children will be taken directly to their classroom and signed in by staff. Primary school children will be escorted onto the school grounds at 8.30am
ASC procedure: 
Staff collect Prep children at around 2.50pm each day from the 3 prep buildings, they are signed out by our staff and walked to the school gate, this is the meeting point for all primary school children. Children’s names are marked from a role as they arrive. Busses from other schools are met as they arrive. All children are then walked across the assisted cross-walk (lolly pop lady) directly to the Cannonvale OSHC centre. Afternoon tea is offered. Home work is completed and children are encouraged to take part in the terms program
Wet Days…..
Please remind your child, and often, that when it is raining, we will all meet under the assembly area of the school.

Please note: It is a requirement under the child care act that all parents sign a permission in agreement for escorting your child/ren between the  Cannonvale OSHC & the Cannonvale State Primary School. Without a signed permission form, staff will not be able to escort your child/ren

Centre’s Mobile Phone

The centre’s mobile phone is only in use when staff are actually out of the centre’s grounds with children e.g. excursions and while staff are picking up children from school. It is not in use while in the centre. Please call the usual land line number.
Home-work issues

One of the reasons why homework is given to children is to enable parents to be able to monitor the progress of their child’s development. However, children are able to do their homework at the centre (except reading) and staff are here to assist. If you would like your child to be able to complete their home work at the centre please let staff know.
Coordinator / Director Hours.

Please note that I am only available for contact between 3.30pm and 6pm for urgent matters, otherwise, an email or phone message can be left anytime.

Fees - Internet payments. 
Preferred method of fee payment is by internet; however, your payments will not be processed until they have cleared with the Whitsunday Community Services Bank account. All internet payments will be processed each day. Cash and cheque payments are also accepted.

Fees do need to be paid one week in advance. This ensures the centre is able to continue to operate smoothly. From your statement you will be able to calculate your daily fee after CCB by adding the “debit” amount by how many days in the following week your child/ren will attend. The “Debit” (Gap) is the amount you pay after CCB has been applied.  
Statements are emailed at the end of each week and will include the following week bookings. Those who have not supplied an email address will have their statements placed next to the sign in/out book or mailed out. Statements are required to be paid before your child/ren commences the week. Casual booking will need to be paid on the day.

General

Please check on a daily basis the notice board above the sign in/out book for any up-dated news etc.

I would also like to remind parents / guardians that 24 hrs notice must be given to any changes to your current bookings. Unfortunately, I am unable to adjust any fees for no notification or late notification. Notification of any cancellations can be done by ringing the centre, leaving a message, txt, fax or email. All the relevant contact information is above. A good idea is to program the main phone number into your mobile phone.

Accreditation

Cannonvale OSHC is currently undergoing a “Self Study Report” this report is to ensure that the centre is keeping its high standards of quality care through the NCAC. Parent and child involvement is crucial! In the next month or so families will be asked to complete valuation / survey forms. Could all families please take a few minutes to complete what is required please? At the end of the day, this is your centre, it is where your most valuable assets spend a considerable amount of their time.
Cyclone Ului
We hope all families didn’t receive too much damage last month when Ului decided to visit? The centre only suffered a small amount of damage, although we had lots of trees down as you may have noticed?

However, the cyclone did cause a lot of confusion with the opening of the Cannonvale State School immediately after the cyclone. Some parents were unsure if the OSHC would also be open.
Our policy for a natural disaster such as a cyclone is that the centre would remain closed until proven safe to reopen. Reasons being; tap water can be contaminated through a cyclone so it wouldn’t be advisable to avoid drinking tap water until advised by local authorities, toilet systems can back up and power may be out and in some cases mobile phone towers may have been affected, making parents or the centre un-contactable. Damage to buildings, fallen trees and fallen power lines all add to a unsafe place for children to be. Sometimes damage isn’t always visible after a natural disaster, so the centre would most definitely be closed immediately after a natural disaster. Local and ABC Radio will be notified of any closures so it is always a good idea to tune into one of these radio stations.
We would like to stress to parents / guardians, that the school is not responsible for any happenings at the Cannonvale OSHC, and if ever the Whitsundays was to go through a natural disaster again (hope not) and you were unsure of the centre’s procedure please contact the Whitsunday Community Services (Neighborhood Centre) who is the managing body of the Cannonvale OSHC
